2025 Revisions - Continues

e Under Entering Animals:

o 2. Exhibitors may weigh-in up to 3 animals of any or all project
species at the beginning of the project. Exhibitors may bring
ONLY TWO of each species that were weighed and recorded (at
the tag in date), to be shown and sold at the show & sale in April.

3. All swine, lamb, steer, and goat exhibitors must designate
one animal each from their entry to be sold in the sale. All
Grand and Reserve Champion winners will automatically be the
sale animal for that exhibitor if different from the designated
animal. If exhibitor receives both Grand and Reserve
Champions, both will be sold in the sale.

e Balance & Eye Appeal
e Muscle The “Pretty Factor”. Long
